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Digital Government Transformation and Future Digital Governance
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Abstract

Upgrading the efficiency of government administration to become a digital
government is the integration between organizations and relevant agencies based on the
concept of intellicent working in the delivery of citizen-centric public services. Driving change
requires the integration of real-time data into government operations; bringing technology, tools,
and electronic devices to support the operating system structure, work process, big data
management, and expert in-depth analysis are required. It is to enhance the public service of
the public sector to meet the needs of citizens living a life in the midst of the changing dynamics
of the economy, society, technology, and epidemic. The government still maintains a balance
between the safety of life, property, personal information of citizens. and facilitating equality for
all stakeholders. Therefore, to drive the transformation towards digital government and digital
governance requires consideration of rights, freedoms, privacy, and data security are of utmost
importance. On the other hand, the development of digital governments towards digital
governance also faces problems in the theoretical knowledge of economics and data science;
especially the limitations in the management and use of Bi¢ Data. Recommendations on
practical guidelines for the achievement of public service delivery to all service recipients.
Governments need to create truly democratic regimes and should enable citizens to participate

in the design of public service needs on digital platforms.

Abstract

The survey research is titled “The Efficacy of Music for Emotional Well-being during
the COVID-19 Pandemic of the People in Bangkok and Metropolitan Areas”. The aims were to:
(1) study the attitude level in relation to musical behavior, information awareness and emotional
well-being. (2) study the emotional variances of well-being of the people classified by sex, age,
education, occupation, income, and exposure to risk areas (3) study the efficacy level of musical
behavior and information awareness that predict emotional well-being. Data was collected
through an online questionnaire from a sample group of 320 persons who stay in Bangkok and
perimeter areas during government implementation of emergency time between 20 July-3
August, 2021. Descriptive and inferential statistics were used. The ADANCO statistic program was
employed for Partial Least Square (PLS-SEM) analysis. The results are; (1) 61 percent of the
sample group were female, age between 35-54 years 24.85 percent, hold a bachelor degree 45
percent, have a business career 29.40 percent, receive a monthly income of 50,001 Baht up
26.90 percent, stay with family during the COVID-19 pandemic 78.80 percent and meet reduced
income 56.30 percent; (2) Attitude level in relation to musical behavior: singing, listening and
playing have high correlation level with work emotion at mean 3.98, information awareness:
personal protective equipment, avoiding going to risk areas, and following up update on COVID-
19 Situation Administration Center (CSAC) has a high level at mean 4.33, emotional well-being
has a moderate level at mean 3.61-3.66;, (3) emotional well-being classified by sex, age,
education, occupation in a risk area and reduced income: attitude has no significant statistical

difference at 0.05 level; (4) information awareness and musical behavior factors combined: they
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have a direct influence on emotional well-being at 59.30 percent with a large effect size (f2,
0.35); however, the information awareness factor has a direct influence on musical behavior

factor at 19.70 percent with a medium effect size (f2, 0.15).

Thinking Environment’ originally conceived by Nancy Kline, who received the
“Listener of the Year Award 2010” from the United States, and abbreviated as “TE” in this
academic article, refers to the ten components of thinking for people to think by themselves.
The concept is the principle, methods, and components that contribute to effective learning,
studying, coaching, dialogue, and dispute mediation in various countries, including Thai society.
The components of TE include attention, equality, encouragement, incisive questions, place, etc.
This article focuses on introducing TE and its application in online learning in Thailand in order
to build the process and environment for thinking and collaborative learning. The first two online
classes were taught by Trisha Lord, a lecturer from South Africa, which were organized by
Friedrich Naumann Foundation, while the third class aimed to apply the body of knowledge
acquired from Trisha Lord. The third online class, held by King Prajadhipok’s Institute’s Course
in Promotion of Peaceful Society Class of 12, focused on the same issue with the previous two
classes, namely the dissemination of TE components.

Supachai Yawaprapas, by employing categorizing the
different paradigm according to social change and ontological dimension, has criticized both.
Norma Riccuci has subsequently advanced a more complicated paradigm after ontological,
epistemological and methodological dimensions. These paradigms, still, cannot answer a question
on why public administration body of knowledge has been changed back and forth without a
decisively shift like Kuhn’s suggestion. This article will reinvestigate Max Weber’s bureaucracy
which follows a new translation by Tony Waters and Dagmar Waters, in which both have suggested
to include specific German vocabulary such as Gemeinschaft and Gesellschaft, to capture the
better understanding on Weber’s suggestion on how the dialectic of both concepts could
generate both bureaucracy and capitalism.

This study aims to 1) study the personal factors of bubble tea consumers. in
Songkhla Municipality, Songkhla Province 2) Comparison of the relationship between personal
factors and consumer behavior of bubble tea. in Songkhla Municipality, Songkhla Province.
The sample includes 400 bubble tea consumers in Songkhla municipality who are selected
on accidental random sampling technique. A questionnaire is used in collecting data and
analyzing data using frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation. Also, the factor
correlation was analyzed by hypothesis testing and chi-square statistics.

The results of the research found that most consumers of bubble tea are
female, aged between 20-24 years, employees of private companies. Bachelor's degree or
equivalent earning 15,001 - 25,000 baht per month, consuming more than 6 glasses / week,
the most consumed period is in the afternoon. The main reason for consuming bubble tea is
the taste of bubble tea. As for the products that people like to consume the most is the
original milk tea and the toppings that consumers love the most are pearls. Personal factors,
gender, age and monthly income The effect of bubble tea purchase behavior of the samples
was significantly different at the 0.05 level. Marketing mix factors Product, price, marketing
promotion, process, physical appearance It is related to the behavior of consumers of bubble
tea. statistically significant at level 0.01 For suggestions There should be activities that enable

consumers to persuade more friends to buy bubble tea with the shop.
